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13- 1 -1  Duty    of    Abutting    Owners    Generally.  Whenever  the  City  Council shall order the
permanent  improvement  of  any  st reet,  highway,  avenue,  or  public  ground  or  place,  by  paving,
gr aveling,  or  macadamizi n  g the  same,  it  shall  be the  duty  of the  owners  of property  abutt ing
thereon  to  make  connect ions  from  gas,  water,  sewers,  and  underground  electric  connect ions
to the   curb line   of   the abutt ing  property   bef ore such or dered impro v  ement   is made.

13- 1 -2  Connections    A  fter    Improvemen t    is    Made.  In  any  case,  where  connections  as
referred  to  in  Section  13- 1-1  of  this  Chapt er are  not  made  before  the  improvement  is m ade,
no  perm it  shall be perm itt ed wh ich shall  requ  ire the  cutt ing  or displacem  en  t  of an  y paving,
graveling,  or  macadamizing  as pr ovided  in  such conne ct ions  for  a per iod  of  five  (5)  years  from
the  date  of  the  not ice prov ided  for  in Sect ion  13- 1-4  of  this Chapter,  unless such  connect ion  is
for an  emergency or is deemed necessary   by the C ity  Engineer.

13- 1 -3 Connections to  be Made   b y  Resolution.

A. Connections  as referred  to  in  Secti on 13- 1-1  of th is Chapter shall be made, one for
each ut ility  conn ect ion required  by the  resolut ion of the  City Counc il,  for  each lot  of
record  owned  by each  property  owner  in  residential  districts  and  for  each  lot  of  record
owned  by  each property  owner  in  business  districts;  provided,  how ever,  that  at  least
one of each ut ility  conn ect ion of such conn ect ions required by the  resolut ion of the  City
Council shall  be made for  each buildable parcel of land  abu  tt ing  up on the  street  or
other public  place ordered   improved.

B. Whenever  the  C ouncil  shall  have  ordered  the permanent  improve ment  of  any  street,
highwa y, avenue,  alley,  or public ground  or  place,  by  paving,  graveling,  or
macadamizing  the  same and  the  connecti ons from  the  gas, water,  sewers,  and
undergro und electr ical  connect ions  have  not  been  made  therefrom  to  the  curb  line  for
the  abu t t ing  proper ty to  the  extent  and in  the  manner  required  by  th is Chapt er,  the
Council sha ll by resolut ion declare the  necessity  of  m aking  such  connections  as it
deems  adv isable,  which  resolut ion  shall  requi r  e all  own ers  of  property  abu t t ing  upon
the  streets  and  other  public  places  to  be improved,  naming  and  describing  such
streets,  parts  of  street s, and  public  pla ces as accurate ly as may  be,  to  make  the
connect ions  requ ired  on  or  before  a day  to  be stated in such resolut ion and  shall
require  water , electric,  and  communications  connect ions  to  be made  in  the  manner
required  by  the  rules of the  Water ,   E l  e c t  r  i  c ,   a n  d   C o m  m  u  n  i  c a t  i  o  n  s  Board  of  Trustees  of
the  C ity  and  in  the  manner  required  by  the laws  of  the  State  of  Iowa,  the provisions of
this Code, and   other   Ord inances   of the C ity re lat ing there to.



13- 1 -4  Pub l ication    and    Form    of    Notice    of    Resolution    Requi r ing    Connection.  Upon  the
adoption  of  the  resolution  provi d ed for  in  Sect ion  13- 1-3 , the  City  Clerk  shall  give  notice  to
each  property  owner  by  certified  mail  and  one  publicat ion in some newspaper of general
circu lat ion  pub lished  in the  City  at  least  tw enty  (20)  days  pr ior  to  the  t ime  fixed  in  the
reso lut ion  and  the not ice by  wh ich the  mak ing  of  such  connections  must  be comp leted.  Such
not ice shall be substan t ia lly  in  the following fo rm :

NOTICE TO  PROPERTY OWNERS

To owners  of property  abutt ing  up on the  fo llow ing  named  and  descr ibed streets,  parts  of
st reets,  highways,  avenu es,  all eys,  and  public  grounds  and  places,  in  the  City  of Muscat ine,
to-wit:

You and  each of  you  are  hereby  not ified that  the City  Council of  the  City of  Muscat ine,  Iowa,
has  ordered  the  permane nt  improvement  of  the  above  named  and  described  public  places  by
paving the  same a nd th at   you  and each of  you   are required,   on or before the _________  day
of                                                     , 2 0_____ , to make   conn ections from the        up on
said  public  places  to  the  curb  line  of  your  abutting  property,  one utili t  y  connection  for  each  lot
of  record  if  in  a res idential  district  and  for  each  lot  of  record  in a business dist r ict,  but  at  least
one ut ility   conn ect ion for each  builda ble lot   or parcel of land.

All conn ect ions with  water pipes, and  electrical  and  communications  lines  shall  be ma de in the
ma nner required by the  rules of the  Water , Electric,  and  Communications  Board  of  Trustees  of
the City and all oth er applicable  municipal and state laws.

Shou ld you fa il to  make  said conn ect ions  in the manner,  of the  kind  and  number,  and  by the
date  above  m ent ioned, the  City  of Muscat ine  will cause  the  same  to  be ma de and  will  lev  y and
assess the  cost and exp ense thereof   against the property   in fr ont of which they  are made.

No permit  will  be hereafter  issued  for  a per iod  of  five  (5)  years  for  th  e mak ing  of  said
connect ions  which will  requ ire  the  cutt ing  or  displacement  of  the  pav ement  after  the  same  is
la id,  un less on an   emer gency   basis as  det erm ined by  the  City.

13- 1 -5  Procedure     When     Abutting     Pr operty     Ow n er     Fa i ls    to     Make     Connection
Generally.  If  the  owner  of  any lot,  part  of lot,  or  parcel  of  land  abutt ing  up on any street,
highwa y, avenue,  or  public  ground  or  place  ordered  to  be improved  as provided in the
preceding  Sect ions of th is Chapter  shall refuse,  fa il,  or  neg lect  to  make  the connect ions of  the
kinds  and  number  and  in  the  manner  and  by  the  date  pr escribed  in  the resolution  and  the
notice  thereof,  the  water , electric,  and  communications  connections  required  shall  be made  by
the  Board  of  Wat er, Electric,  and  Communications  Trustees  of  the  City  of  Muscatine  and  the
actual  cost  thereof sha ll be by such Board cert ified to  the  Council,  and  the  Counc il sha ll cause
the actual  cost  and  exp ense  thereof,  a s  h  e r  e i  n  a f  t  e r   set  ou t , to  be levied and  assessed  as a
spec ial  tax  aga inst  the property  in  front  of  which  such connections  are  made  as above
pr ovided.  In  the  making  of  such  conn ect ions the  Coun  cil may,  if it  deems best,  contract  for
the  m aking  of  all  such  connections  as are  ma de necessary  by  the  improvements  ordered  to  be
made  at  any  one t im e. I f the  Council sha ll determ ine to  cont ract  f  or  the  ma king  of such
conn ect ions, it  may  advertise  for  bids  ther eon,  sta t ing  the  amount  of  work  to  be done  and  the
manner   thereof, but reserving   the  right to reject any and all bids.



13- 1 -6  C ost;    Expense    Collection;    Lien.  The  cost  and  expense  of  the  connections  made  or
caused  to  be made  by  the  City  under th is Chapter  shall  be paid  by  the  City  and  the  Council
shall  then  levy  and  assess against  the  several  lot s, parts of lots,  and  parcels of land  in fr ont  of
which  such connect ions  are  m ade,  the  cost  and  expen se of  m aking  the  same.  The amount  of
money  so levied and assessed  against  such lots,  parts  of  lots,  and  parcels  of  land,  with
int erest  thereon at  the  rate  esta blis hed by the  C ity  C ouncil,  shall be a lien up on the  real  estate
so a ssessed unt il paid and sha ll be cert if  ie d f  or collect ion  as oth er special assessments.

13- 1 -7  Assessmen t    Resolution;    Not ice.  Assessments  as referred  to  in  Section  13- 1-6  of
this  Chapter  sha ll be by resolut ion of the  City  Coun cil and  sha ll be substant ially  in the
following f orm:

13- 2 -1  Quali t  y.  The  quality  of  water  shall  meet  accepted  standards  of  purity  as established
by  the  Board  of  Water , Electric,  and  Communications  Trustees  of  the  City  of  Muscatine , by  the
State of Iowa, and by the Federal Government.

13- 2 -2  Sepa r ation    of    Distribut ion    Systems.  The water  supply  shall  be distributed  through
a piping syst em entirely ind ependent of any piping system conveying any other su pply.

1 3 - 2 -3  W at er    Ser v ice   Pipe. The wa ter service pipe of an  y bu  ild  ing  sh  all be of su  ff icient  size
to perm it   an   amp le f low of   water   on all floors.

13- 2 - 4  Flushometers.  No water  closet  or ur inal bowl  shall be supplied  directly  from  a water
supp ly system  throu gh a flushometer  or  other  valve  unless  such valve  is set  at  least  six  inches
(6")  above  the  overflow  rim  of  the  water  closet  or  urinal  or  in  a manner  such  as to  prevent
any possibility of po llut ing   the water   supp ly.

1 3 - 2 - 5  Sh u t - o ffs.  A ma in shut- off  on the  wat er supply line  sha ll be provided near  the curb.
Accessible s hu t -of fs shall be provid ed on the  main supply line  just  inside the  foundat ion wa ll
and ahead of the meter.

13- 2 - 6  Setting    W ater    Meters.  Plumbers  shall  pro vide for  the  sett ing  of  City  water  meters  in
accordance  with  the  policies  established  by the  Board  of  Water,  Electric,  and  Communications
Trustees.

13- 2 - 7  Pu m ps    and    Hyd r ants;    Su r face    Water.  All  pumps  and  hydrants  shall  be protected
from  surf ace water  and  contamination.  Yard  hydrants  to  furnish  water  for  human  consum pt ion
are here by  proh ibited.

13- 2 - 8  Un authorized    Opening;    Us e. No persons,  except  such as are  duly au  thorized by the
Board  of  Water , Electric,  and  Communications  Trustees  sha ll,  except  for  fire  purposes  or  in
case  of  fire,  open  any  fire  hydrant  or  take  or  use  any  water  therefr om,  or  remove  the  cap  or
cover  of  any  fire  hydrant  or  any  stopgate  box;  or  shall  dig  out,  curb  over,  or  remove  any



fireplug,  hydrant,  stop-c ock, va lve, va lve  box,  or oth er fixture  app erta ining  to  the  waterw orks;
or  use  or  take  water  from  any  part  of the  water  system,  or  tu rn  the  water  on  or  off  from  or
into any water pipe .

13- 2 - 9  Tapping    Wat er    Mains;    Distribut ing    Pipes.  All  tapping  and  inserting  ferrules  in  the
street  mains  or  distributing  pipes  of  the  water  system  shall  be done  by employees  of  the
Board  of  Water , Electric,  and  Communications  Trustees,  under  the  direction  of  the  Board  of
Water , Electric, and Communications Trustees.

13- 2 -1 0     Breakin g    Seals.  No person  shall  bre ak any  seal  connected  to  any  meter,  valve,
pr ivate  fire  hydra nt,  or  other  fixture that  m ay have  been  sealed  by  employees  of  the  Board  of
Water , Electric,  and  Communications  Trustees,  exc ept  that  in case of  fire  the  seals on  pr ivate
fire  hydrants  and  private  fire  protection  valves  may  be bro ken  ,  but  the  breaking  of  such  seals
shall  be reported to  the  water  department  of  the  Board  of  Water,  Electric,  and
Communications Trustees with in  tw enty - four (2 4)   hours th ereaf  ter.

13- 2 -1 1  Thr owing    Substances    Into    Reservoirs;    W at er    Ma in s. I t  sh  all be u  n  lawfu  l for
an  y person  to  throw,  place,  or  deposit  any  sub stan ce,  or  thing  whatsoever,  in  any  reservoir,
water main, or pipe of the w ater system.

13- 2 -1 2  Outlets    Kept    Closed;    Rep ai r    o f    Fixtur es. All users of water  supplied  from  the  City
mains  shall  keep  the  hydrants,  tap s, hose,  water  closets,  ur ina ls,  baths,  or  other  fixtures  in
good  repair.  Consumers  of  water  shall  prevent  unnecessary  wa ste  of  water  and  shall  keep  all
water   out lets   closed   when n ot in actual  use.

13- 2 -13  Compliance . Consumers  of water  sha ll,  in all respects,  conform  to  the ru les and
regu lat ions of   the Board of Water, Electric, and Communications Trustees.

13- 2 -1 4  Break ing,    Defac ing    Hydr an t s.  Any  person  who  sha ll,  in any  way,  int ent ional ly or
careless ly break,  def  ace, or oth erwise injure or  destroy  any  hydr ant  or  other  pr operty
appertaining  to  the  water  works,  or  property  of  others  used in connec t ion  with  the  water
supply,  shall be liable f  or all damage done and shall be deemed guil t  y of a misdemeanor.

13- 2 - 15  Def acing    Reservoirs;    Tank s. It  sha ll be un law ful  for  any  person  to  deface  any
reservoir or   tank.

13- 2 - 1 6  Au t hor ized    In spectors;    Right    o f    Ent r y.  Such  inspe ctors  as may  be au thor ized  by
the  Board  of  Water , Electric,  and  Communications  Trustees  may  enter,  at  all reaso nable
hour s, into  any  prem ises supp lied with  water  fr om  the  City  ma ins,  to  exam ine the  plumb ing,
meters,  ta nks,  or  other  apparatus  or for  the  purpose  of  placing  or  carrying  aw ay any  meter,
instrum ent,  pipes,  fitt ing,  or  other  app liance  belong ing  to  the  Board  of  Water,  Electric,  and
Communications Trustees.

13- 2 - 17  Plumbers    Permit.  Plumbers  and  plumbing  firms,  desiring  to  work  in connect ion
with  the  water  supply  or  the  pipes,  fixtures,  and  appliances  apper taining  thereto,  sha ll first
obta in a perm it  in the  Off ice of the  Board of Wat er, Electric,  and  Communications  Trust ees
and  sha ll subscribe to  the  ru les and regu lat ions  of  the  Board  of  Water , Electric , and
Communications Trustees.

All  persons,  except  plumbers  with  a proper  perm it,  are prohibited fr om  making  any
extens ions,  add it ions  to,  or  alterat ions  of  any  pipes,  fixtu res,  or  appliances  connected  with
service pipe s atta ch  ed to th  e City  main  s, or from, in any man  n  er, intermeddling  with  th  e
water syst em.

13- 3 -1  Definitions.  As used in th is Chapter, the  f  ollowing  terms shall have  the  mean  ings
ascr ibed to them:

A. "Ashes" shall me an and  include the  ashes  of wood,  paper,  coal,  coke,  or  charcoal  and
the res idue resu lt ing from   the com bust ion of a ny mater ial or sub stanc e.

B. "Cur bside" sha ll mean at  the  lot  line  abutt ing  a public alley if the  property  is served by
such  an  alley  and  shall  mean  within  three  feet  (3')  of  the  edge  of  the  paved  port ion of
a public st reet  (a  public sidewa lk shall  be exclud ed fr om  the calcu  lat io n of said  three
feet (3').

C. "D ome st ic refu se"  sha ll mean  garbage,  ashes, and  m iscellane ous ru bbish or igina t ing
from  a bu ilding  or  bu ildings  conta ining  exc lusively dwe lling  un its  or  accessory  uses to  a
dwelling un it   an  d shall be divided  into the f  ollowing   three (3) classes:

1. Class I- Domest ic (s ingle fam ily and  mult i-fa m ily up  to  five (5)  un its)  refu se
perm itted to be stored in  trash ca ns.

2. Class II- Dome st ic (s ix (6)  or  more  dwe lling  un its)  and  commer cia l re fu se perm itted
to be stored in  trash ca ns.

3. Class III -Domestic refuse   consisting  entirely of miscel laneous   rubbish.

D. "Dumpster"  shall  mean  any  container  with  at  least  a two  (2)  cubic  ya rd capacity  and  a
maximum  of  four  (4)  cubic  yard  capacity  and  shall  be equipped  with  a hinged lid,
whee ls,   and   such other  equipment as is  needed for mechanical dumping.

E. �³Garbage �  ́ means  all  solid  and  semisolid,  putrescible  animal  and  vegetable  wastes
resulting  from  the  handling,  preparing,  cooking,  storing,  serving  and  consuming  of
food  or  of  material  intended  for  use  as food,  and  all  offal,  excluding  useful  industrial
byproducts,  and  shall  include  all  such  substances  from  all  public  and  private
establishments and from all residences.

( Iowa Admin. Code r. 567-100.2 [ 455B,455D ])



F. "Hazardous mat eria ls"  sha ll include  explosiv  e materials;  drugs;  poisons;  radioactive
materials;  highly  combustible  materials;  solid  dressings,  clothing,  bedding,  or  other
wa stes wh ich are contam inat ed by infe ct ion  or  contag ious  disease;  other  wa stes  which
present  an  unreasonable  risk  of  injury  to  collection  personnel  or  equipment  or  to  the
public;  and  material  as defined  by  the  Iowa  Department  of  Environmental  Quality  as
hazardous.

G. "Household  hazardous  waste"  shall  mean  toxic  and/or  corrosive  products,  e.g.  oi l-
based  paints,  insect icides,  th inn ers,  solvent s, cleaners,  turpentine,  furniture  stripper,
nail polish remover,   etc.

H. "In dustrial  waste"  shall  mean  wastes  such as acids , oils , chemicals , grease , tires ,
vehicle  and  aircraft  parts , ashes , cinders , and  other  wa stes,  including  construction
wastes,  such as earth,  plaster,  metals,  wood,  plast ics,  t ile, br ick,  conc rete,  terra  cotta,
slate, marble,   mineral s, and other similar waste s.

I. "Miscellaneous  rubbish"  shall  m ean materials  or  sub stan ces discarded  as worth less,
such  as paper,  rags,  cardboard,  wearing  apparel, excels ior  ,  st icks, ch  ips, leaves, straw,
bott les,   crocker y,  meta ls,   plast ics,  t in cans, and other ho usehold items.

J. "Recycling �  ́ means  any  process  by  which  waste,  or  materials  which  would  otherwise
become  waste,  are  collected,  separated,  or  processed  and  revised  or  returned  to  use  in
the  form  of  raw  materials  or  products.  �³Recycling �  ́ includes  but  is not  limited  to  the
composting  of  yard  waste  which  has  been  previously  separated  from  other  waste,  but
does not include any form of energy recovery.

L. "Resident ial  prem ise" sha ll mean a sing le fam ily  dwelling,  a mult iple fam ily dwelling
cons ist ing  of up to  and  includ ing  five  (5)  un its,  or  a property  used  by  the  City  of
Muscat ine.

M .  �³Rubbish �  ́ means  nonputrescible  solid  waste  consisting  of  combustible  and
noncombustible  wastes,  such  as ashes,  paper,  cardboard,  tin  cans,  yard  clippings,
wood, glass, bedding, crockery or litter of any kind.

N. �³Solid  waste �  ́ means  garbage,  refuse,  rubbish,  and  other  similar  discarded  solid  or
semisolid  materials,  including  but  not  limited  to  such  materials  resulting  from
industrial,  commercial,  agricultural,  and  domestic  activities.  Solid  waste  may  include
vehicles,  as defined  by  Section  321.1  of  the  Code  of  Iowa,  Subsection  90 . This
definition  does  not  prohibit  the  use  of  rubble  at  places  other  than  a sanitary  disposal
project.  Solid  waste  does  not  include  toxic  and  hazardous  wastes  as defined  by  the
Iowa Department of Natural Resources.

O. �³Trash  cart �  ́ shall  mean  the  City  provided  roll  out  container  with  either  a thirty-five
(35)  gallon,  sixty-five  (65)  gallon,  or  a ninety-five  (95)  gallon  capacity.   Residents  are
to utilize plastic trash bags for trash disposal insider their trash cart.

P. �³Yard  waste �  ́ means  debris  such  as grass  clippings,  leaves,  garden  waste,  brush  and
trees. Yard waste does not include tree stumps. 

( Iowa Admin. Code r. 567-100.2 [ 455B,455D ])

Q. �³Yard  waste  bag"  shall  mean  a special  degra dable  bag  supplied  by  the  City  with  not
less than  fifteen  (15)  gal lon  capacity  nor  more  th an twen ty-f ive  (2 5)  ga llon  capacity.
This  bag  shall  be capable  of  decomposing  with in 60  days  of expo sure  to  aerobic
bacteria or u ltraviol et   light.

13- 3 -2  Sanitation    District.  There  is hereby esta blished in the City  a sanitary  district,  such
district  to  comprise  and  embrace  all  the  area  within  the  Corporate  Limits  of  the  City,  for  the
collection  and  disposal  of  garbage  and  such  other  waste  mat eri a l as may  become  dangerous
to  the  pub lic hea lth  or  detr imental  to  the  best  interests  of the  community,  such  provision
being in  complian  ce w ith the  Code of  I owa.

13- 3 -3 Dep osit, Accu m u lation, and  Burning.

A. Unless  oth erwise  provided,  no  person  shall  bu rn  ,  place,  th row,  deposit,  drop,  du mp,
spill,  or  store,  or  cause  to  be burn ed,  placed,  throw n, deposited,  dropped,  dumped,
spilled,   or stored on   any   public or private property any refuse   or haz ardous mat eri a l.

B. Un  less oth erwise provided, no  owner shall allo w to  be accu  mu  lated on their  prem ises
any refuse or hazardous   material.

13- 3 -4  Preparation    o f    Refus e   an d    Recy cl in g    fo r    C ollection.  No person  shall  place  re f  use
out  for  collection  unless  pro perly  prepared  for  collection.  Garba ge shall  be thoroughly  drained
and  wrapped  or  placed  in  disposal  containers  before  being  placed  into  containers  for
col lect ion.  Recycling  should  be placed  in  the  recycling  container  provided  for  collection.  Yard
waste that  is not compost ed on t he prem ises sha ll be prepared   as follows:

A. Grass  clippings  shall  only  be placed  in  specially  marked  yard  waste  bags  that  are
distributed by the City  throu gh re tail out lets.

B. Tree  limbs  and  trimmings,  clippi n  gs,  and  other  similar  waste  from  shrubs  or  tr ees sha ll
be  bu ndled  with   degradab le str ing   or   cord in  four   foot   (4 ')   leng ths.

C. Leav es not  collected by the  City's  leaf  vacuum  un its  sha ll be placed in ya rd wa ste  bags
distributed by  the City throu gh reta il out lets.

D. Other  yard  wastes  sha ll be placed  in yard  wa ste bags  dist ributed  by  the City  th  ro ugh
retail out lets.



13- 3 -5  Re fu se   Conta ine r s.  It  sha ll be un law ful  for any  person  to  keep  refuse  on  his
premises  except  in  the  appropriate  containe rs as prescri bed in this Sect ion.  The required
cont ainers shall be as follows:

A. Type of Building.

1.   Resident ia l   Build  ings   of   Five    (5)    Units    or   Less. The  owner or agen  t  of the  own er
shall provide or shall requ  ire the  occupant  of each dwelling  un it  to  prov ide a
m inimum  of  two  (2)  tra sh cans for  a bu ilding  conta ining  five (5)  or  fewer  dwe lling
un its.  The  owner  or  the  agent  of  the  owner  can  request  each  tenant  be billed  at  the
residential  rate  for  refuse  collection  services.   The  number  of  roll  out  carts  will  be
based  on  the  number  of  units.   Each individual  billing  unit  will  be eligible  for  one
City supplied cart.

2.   Commercia l   and    I ndust r ia l   Build  ings. The own er,  agent  of  the  owner,  or the
occupant  of any  mu lt i-fami ly un its  of six (6)  units  or m ore or comm ercia l or
industrial  buil d  ing  shall  provide  a suff icient  number  of  dumpsters  or  trash  cans  so
th at  all  commercial  rubbish  can  be contained  therein  dur ing  the int erval betw een
collec t ions.

B.   Type of Refuse.
1.   Garbage,    Ashes,    and    Commer cia l   Rubbish.  This ty pe of ref  use shall be placed in

either trash   cans or dumpste rs as requ  ired in  (A)   above.
2. Miscellaneous    Rubbish.  Miscellaneo us rubbish shall be plac ed in suitable conta iners

for  hand ling  and  sha ll not  exceed  a loaded  we ight  of fifty (50)  pounds.  Large
discarded  household  artic les shall  be less  than  ten  (1 0)  cubic  feet  in vo lume  and
shall not  we igh  more  than  fifty  (50)  pound s. Yard  waste  sha ll be prepared  and
placed   for   col lect ion   as  set   forth in  Sect ion 13- 3-4.

C.  Separat ion    of    Yard    Wastes    Requ ired.  All yard  wastes  sha ll be separated  by  the  owner
or  occup ant  from  all  other  garbage  and  refuse  accumulated  on  the  pr emises  and  shall
be composted  on  the  premises,  collected  by  leaf  vacuum  units,  or  placed  in  deg radable
bags suppli ed by the C ity and set   out f or  collect  ion by  the C ity.

D. Recycling.  All  items  set  out  for  recycling  shall  be placed  in  the  recycling  container
provided to each resident.

1 3 - 3 -6  Rem oval    o f    Cont a in er    Lids. No person shall  remove  a con  tainer lid or a llow to
remain uncovered  a trash  can  or  dumpst er except  for  the  purpo se of  depositing  refuse
there in, for co llect ion   thereof,   or   for the  cleaning thereof.

13- 3 -7  Clean ing    of    Cont ainers.  The owner  of  a t rash  can,   r  e c y  c l  i  n  g   c o n  t  a i  n  e r  ,   or  dumpster
sha ll c lean   and mainta in  such  in  a sanitary  cond it ion.

13- 3 -8  Prohibited    Mat erials.  No person  shall  place or  cause  to  be placed  in conta iners  for
refuse   any of the fo llo wing mater ials:

A.  Material  contaminated  by  infectious  or  contag ious  disease.  Such  materials  may  be
disposed of only   according to  applicable State and/or F ederal Law.

B.   Hazardous  materials.  Such  materials  may  be disposed  of  only  according  to  applicable
State and/or Federal Law. However, household hazardous wastes are exempted. 

C.  Waste  mot or oil.  Such  mat eri a l shall  only  be disposed  of  at  drop-off  points  designated



by the City  or applica b le State and/or Federal Agencies.

D.  Lead  acid  batt eries.  Such  mat erials  shall  only  be disposed  of  at  drop-o f  f points
designated by the City  or applica b le State and/or Federal Agencies.

E. Tires.  Such  mat erials  shall  only  be disposed  of  at  drop-o f  f points  designated  by  the  City
or in accordance with applica b le State and/or Federal regulations .

F. Appliances.  Such  mat eri a l shall  only  be disposed  of  at  drop-off  points  desi gnated  by
the City  or in accordance with applica b le State and/or Federal regulations .

13- 3 -9 Containers �² Location

A. Refuse  a n  d   r  e c y  c l  i  n  g   containers  sha ll be placed  for  City  collect ion  pursu ant  to
Subsect ions  (B)  and  (C)  at  or befo re 5: 00 o�¶clock  A.M.  on collec t ion days,  but  in no
case, earlier than  4: 00 o�¶clock  P.M.  the  day  before  collection.  Emp ty containers  on  curb
set outs shall  be returned  to  the  container  storage  area  within  twe lve  (12)  hou rs after
colle ction.  The  storage  area  shall be eith er with in a building  or to  the  rear  or side  of  the
residence.  The owner  and  tenan t / occupant  are  joint ly and  severa lly responsible for
com plia nce w ith  this Chapter.

B. Where  C ity  collections  are  made  from  all eys,  refuse  and  recycling  containers  shall  be
placed  adjacent  to  and  in  back of  the  pro perty  line abutt ing  the  alley.  Special
arrangements  may  be m ade with  the  City  to  perm it  conta iners  or  dum psters  in the
al ley  if  the  own er's building is on the property line.

C. Where  City  collections  are  made  from  streets,  refuse  a n  d   r  e c y  c l  i  n  g   collection
conta iners  shall  be placed  within  three  feet  (3')  of  the  back  of  the  curb  line  or  the
shoulder  of  the  str eet  without  causing  the  conta iner  to  be placed  on  any  pub lic st reet
or   sidewa lk.

D. Recycling containers must be three (3 �¶) from any structure.

E. Owners  who  have  requested  a curbside  pickup  prior  to  their  trash  pickup  day,  may  set
out  refuse  to  be collected  in  bags  if  the  bags  are  completely  intact  and  tightly  sealed.
Each household  is allowed  three  (3)  curbside  pickups  per  calendar  year  for  bulky
items. Five (5) to seven (7) bulky items are allowed per pickup.

F.  Any  handicapped  or  senior  cit izen  owner  who  is unable  to  set  out  their  refuse
conta iners  pursu ant  to  Subse ct ions  (B)  and  (C) m ay pet it ion  the  S o l  i  d   W a s t  e  M a n  a g  e r  
to  colle c t  their  refuse  at  their  regular  storage  area.  The Solid  Waste  Manager  may
gr ant the request if reasonable groun ds for the request exist.

13- 3 -10 Collection of R efuse and Recycling.

A. The City of Musc atine shall collect and d ispose  of weekly only Class I  and Class III 
domestic re f  use, but   only   if   said domestic re f  use is properly   prepared for collecti o n an  d
disposal,  is w ith in  an  auth orized cont ainer (if required), and is at curbside or adjacent   
to the   alley.

B. The C ity of  Muscat ine w ill col lect   and   dispose of Class II domestic and commercial 
refuse   upon request by  the owner, provi ded such refuse   is within authorized 
conta iners.

C. The City  shall  adopt  rules  and  regulations  concerning  what  materials  within  Class III
domestic  refuse  cann ot  practically  be collec ted as part  of  the  weekly sch  edu  led City



collect ion  .  Those ru  les an  d regu  lat ion  s shall be filed with  the City  Clerk.  All such
mat eri a ls lis ted  as not  pract ical  for  weekly  coll e ction  shall  be collect ed by  the  City  by
spec ial  collect ion  arran ged thro ugh  the  Solid  Waste  Manager  dur ing  the  City 's
"cleanup" week in the spring.

D. All  refuse  other  th an Class I,  II,  and  III  domestic  and  commerci a l refuse  picked  up  by
the  City  of  Muscatine  shall  be collect ed and  disposed  of  at  the  exp ense  of  the  occupant,
tenant,  owner,  or  agent  of  the owner  of  the  premises  upon  which  the  refuse  is located.
The col lect ion  and  dispo sal shall  be performed  by  a lic ensed  refuse  hau ler  pur suant  to
Tit le 5,  Chapter  15 of  the  City  Code , or  by  equipment  owned  by the  occupa nt,  tenan t ,
owner,  or  the agent  of  the  owner  of  the  premi s es upon  which  the  refuse  is locat ed.
Said  col lect io n and  disp osal  shall  be in  accordance  with  this  Code,  all  other  ordinances
of  the  Cit y, and  with  st ate  and  federal  laws  and  regulations  and  shall  be performed  or
done  as often as the need requires but in no case   less often   than  once per week.

E.  Recycling  is collected  on  a biweekly  basis  as determined  by  the  Solid  Waste  Manager
and contracted vendor. An updated schedule will be published annually.

F.  Collection  schedules  for  refuse  and  recycling  may  vary  from  one  another  during  holiday
schedules.  The  Solid  Waste  Manager  will  publish  the  holiday  schedule  prior  to  the
holiday.

13- 3 -11  Collect ion    Fees.  The  City  Counc il sha ll estab lish by  ordinance  monthly  collection
fees  for  Class I  and  II  domestic  waste  and  establish  the  guidelines  for  collection  fees  for  Class
II  domestic  and  commercial  accounts.   The  following  refuse  collection  rates  are  hereby
established effective July 1, 2018.

A. Class I  an d  I I I .  Twenty one dollars ($21.00)  per month for each single- fam ily
dwelling, except  persons sixty- five (65)  years of age and over shall be charged
sixteen dollars ($16.00)  per month for each single- fam ily dwelling.  However, yard
waste fees shall be charged on a per bag basis. 

B. Class I  an d  I I I    Twenty one dollars ($21.00)  per month for each dwelling unit  or
apartment  unit  in a mult i- fam ily dwelling or apartment  building with up to five (5)
units, except  persons sixty- five (65)  years of age and over shall be charged sixteen
dollars ($16.00)  per month for each dwelling unity or apartment  in a mult i- fam ily
dwelling or apartment  building with up to five (5)  units.  However, yard waste fees
shall be charged on a per bag basis.

The City Council hereby delegates the billing of all refuse collect ion charges to the Board of
Water, Electric, and Communicat ions Trustees, except  those customers without  a ut ility account
with the Board of Water, Electric, and Communicat ions Trustees.  The authority to accept
payment of the same is also delegated to the Board of Water, Electric and Communicat ions
Trustees of the City of Muscat ine Iowa. 

As part  of  the  duties  delegated  to  the  Board  of  Trustees,  an  accurate  and  complete  record  of
such  collections  will  be maintained  and  at  least  once  each  week,  all  funds  so collected  shall  be
deposited  in  a bank  or  banks  specified  by  the  Finance  Director  in  the  Refuse  Collection  Fund.
The City  Council  authorizes  that  the  Board  of  Trustees  shall  charge  to  the  City  a service
charge  for  the  cost  of  billing  and  collecting  the  refuse  collection  charges.   As a part  of  the
duties  delegated  to  the  Board  of  Trustees,  and  accurate  and  complete  list  of  delinquent
accounts  shall  be sent  to  the  Finance  Director  on  at  least  a monthly  bases,  in  addition  to
regular monthly refuse collection revenue reports.

1 3 - 3 - 1 2  Not ice   o f    Mu l t ip le    Dw el l in gs. I t  shall be the  duty  of the  owners of mult iple
dwellings  to  not ify  the City  of  the persons  occupy ing  the  premises  for  which  the  services  of



this  Chapter  sha ll be requir  e d.  The City  sha ll keep  a list  of all persons occupying  mu lt iple
dwellin  gs an  d sh  all n  ot ify  all own  ers th  ereof of delinquent  accounts  owed  by  the  occupants  of
such prem ises,  wh en  such account shall be  delinquent for more t han  three (3) months.

13- 3 -13  Violation    Declared    Nuisanc e. The presence  on  any  prem ises of  any  garba ge or
refuse  in  viola t  ion  of  any  Section  of  this  Chapt er is hereby  declared  a nuisance  and  it  is
hereby  provided  that  either  the  owner  or  occupant,  or both,  of  such  premises  shall  be subject
to  the prov isions as set forth in  Tit le  9, Chapter   3  of the C ity Code .

13- 3 -14  Responsibility    of    Owner    to    Terminat e   Service.   Charges  shall  be made  against
all  premises  and  it  shall  be the  responsibil ity  of  the  owner  or  occupa nt  to  not ify  the  City  when
service is not   desired when the building is vacant.



13- 3 -15  Assessmen t    of    Unpaid    Char ges.  The colle ction  of  garbage  and  refuse  by  the  City,
as provided  by  this  Chapter,  is hereby  declared  a benef it  to  the  property  so served  and  in  case
of f  ailure to  pay the  mon  th ly collect  ion f  ee heretofore  provided,  then  the  monthly  charge  shall
be assessed   against the prop erty ben efited in  the mann er provided by  special assessment.

(Code of Iowa, Section 364.12[3][h] )

13- 3 -16  Preparat ion    of    Del inquent    List.  On or  before  April  1st  of  each  year,  the  Director
of  Finance  shall prepare  a del inquent  list  of  pers ons fa iling  to  pay  the  m onth ly char ge requ ired
by th  is Chapter, which list  sh  all sh  ow th  e property  to  wh  ich th  e service was  rendered an  d the
amount  due  therefrom.  The City  Clerk  shall  thereupon  prepare  a resolution  assessing  the
delinquent  charges  to  the  pro perty  so benefited,  and  which  resolution  having  passed  by an
aff irmative  vote  of  the  Counc il,  sha ll be cert ified for  col lect ion  as prov ided by law  in cases of
special assessment.

13- 4 -1  Definitions . As used in th is Chapter, the  f  ollowing  terms shall have  the  mean  ings
ascr ibed to them:

A. "D isposal site"  sha ll me an  any public property  operated  by  the  City  under  permit  by
the  I owa  D epartment  of Natural  Resour ces ( IDNR).  I t  sha ll i  n  c l  u  d  e  the  transfer  station,
any  landf  ill operated  by  the  C ity  under  contractual  agreement  with  the  Muscat ine
County  Solid  Waste  Management  Agency,  or  any pr ivate ly operated  landfill  under
contractual agreement with the City, which has proper permit approval of IDNR.

B. "Ru les" sha ll mean such rules, procedur es, and regulat ions as esta blished  by the  IDNR
pur suant  to  the  operat ion  of  san itary  and  solid  waste  disposal  sites  and  as required  by
Section 567-101 of the Administrative Code of Iowa.

C. "Solid wa ste" sha ll mean garbage, refus e, ru bbish,  and other  similar  discarded  solid  or
semi-solid  materials,  inc lud ing, but  not  lim  it ed to,  such materials r  esult ing  fr om
industr ial, commerc ia l,  o r   domest ic act ivit ies.  Noth ing  here in sha ll be constru ed as
prohibit ing  the  use  of dirt,  stone,  br ick,  or sim ilar  inorgan ic mat erial  fo r  fill,
landscaping, excav ation, or grading at places  other than a sanit ary disposal site.

(Code of Iowa, Section 455B.300 )

13- 4 -2  -  Disposal    Permit    Required.  No person  own ing  or occupying  any  prem ises, and  no
off icer  cont rol ling  or  in charge  of  City  prem ises,  shall  cau se any  ashes, refus e, or  other  solid
waste  mat eri a l to  be placed  thereon  or  shall  allow  such premises  to  be used  as a public  landf ill
or  disposal  site  for  ashes,  refuse,  or  ot her  solid waste  mater ial, with ou  t  a perm it  from  the
I  D N R ,  and on ly  then in a ccordance   with the   rules prescribed by the I DNR.

13- 4 -3  Dep ositing    Refuse.  No person sha ll,  without  perm ission  from  the City  of  Muscat ine
and  the Io wa Departm ent  of Natur al Resources,  thr ow or  deposit  in  or  upon  any  street,  way,
pub lic place,  or  vac ant  lot,  or  throw  into  or  deposit  in  any  pond  or  body of  water  within  the
lim its  of  the  City  any  dead an imal, dirt,  saw dust,  wast ewater,  rubbish,  filth,  or  any  refuse
materi a l or sub stance whatsoever.

13- 4 -4  Use    of    Authorized    Disposal    Sites.  All  of  the  materials  menti oned  herein  and/or  as
defined  by  Sect ion  567-113  of  the  Administrative  Code  of Iowa , shall  be deposited  and/or
dumped  at authorized disposal si t  es in accordance with Iowa Code Chapter 455B .



1 3 - 4 -5  Su per v ision    o f    Disposal . All disposal at  the auth orized land f  ill d  isposal site  sha ll be
und er the  supervision of the  C ity  and  shall be performed  in  accord ance with  the  rules  and
regulations established by Section 567.113 of the Administrative Code of Iowa .

13- 4 -6  Hours    of    Disposal.  No refuse  materi a ls or  sub stances  shall  be dumped  at  the  public
disposal  sit  e outside  the  hours  of  operation  as posted  at  the  site  unl ess by  permission  of  the
City.

1 3 - 4 -7  Rem oval    o f    Ref u se. I t  shall be un lawfu  l for an  y person o r   c o m  m  e r  c i  a l   h  a u  l  e r   to
remove, hau l, or carry away, or cause to be removed, hauled, or carried away refuse,  rubbish,
waste  matter,  garbage,  debris,  and  solid  waste  of  any  nature  and descr ipt ion  f  r  o m   the  City
disposal site, except   for   aut horized recycling  person  n  el.

13- 4 -8  Du m ping    in    Public    Places.  It  shall  be un lawful  for  any person  to  deposit  up on any
of  the  st reets, al leys,  or other public places any  off ensive  materia l or solid  wa ste  which cause
or will c a u  s e   offensive   odors and sights.

13- 4 -9  Res ponsibility    of    Owner;    Oc cupan t . Every person  owning  or  occupying  premises  is
hereby  required  to  keep  such  premises  clean  and  free  from  all offens ive  mater ials  and  solid
waste which  cause or  are   likely to cause offensive odors and  sights.

13- 4 -10  Ga r bage ,   Waste:    Deposit ing    on    Riverf r ont.  No person  shall  deposit  any  garbage
or solid waste matter   wh atsoever   at any p lace along the riverfront or levee.

13- 4 -11    Disposal    Charges.  The City  Council shall esta blish by resolut ion fees for  the
disposal of  solid  waste.  The fees  shall  be as set  by resolut ion of City Council and are set  out  in
the Schedule of Fees and Charges in Appendix C to this Code of Ordinances. Where  applicable,
unpaid  disposal  charges  thirty  (30)  days past  due fr om  the  date  of  billing  will  be assessed  an
int erest   penalty   on  the  unp aid balance. Th is pena lty   will be as fo llows:

Unpaid Bala nce Interest   Penalty
0 - $100 0%
Over   $100 1 1/ 2%   per month

1 3 - 4 - 1 2  Pr oh ib i t ed    W ast e. There shall  be no  disposal of solid  wa ste  or refu se wh ich is
defined by  the  IDNR  as hazardous  or  that  is oth erw ise proh ibited,  upon  any  public or private
land  or san itary  landf ill  without  the  appro val of  the  IDNR and  the City  of  Muscat ine.  Proh ibited
wastes  shall  include,  but  are  not  lim ited to,  lead  acid  batteries,  waste  motor  oil,  yard  wastes,
and tires.

13- 5 -1  Purp ose.  The City  of  Muscatine,  herei naf  ter called the "C it y",  has undertaken to
constr uct,  expan d, and operate  a pub licly owned  treatment  works  (POTW)  consist ing  of
interceptor  and  t runk sewers,  pump ing  stat ions, pres sure  pipe  transmission  mai n  s,  and
secondary  waste  water  treatment  facilit  ies to  provide  adequate  and  proper  treatment  of
sewage  and  wast ewater  generated  from  all  prope rt ies with in the  C orp orate  Lim  its  of the  C ity
and to  ma inta in  requ ired comp liance w ith f ederal and state regu lat ions.

The City  has  issued  sewer  rev enue and  general  obl igat ion  bonds  to  finance  const ruct ion  of
said  publicly  owned  tr eatment  works  and  is obligated  to  repay  the  bond  principals  and  int erest
and mainta in  bond reserve f und s, h ereinaft er calle d "f ixed capital f inanc ing".

The City  must  collect  rev enu es to  operate  and  ma inta in expenses  of  said pub licly own ed
treatment  works  including  ant icipated  rep lacement  exp enses,  hereinafter  called  "user
charges".

13- 5 -2  Def in i t ions.  The fol low ing  definit ions  sha ll app ly in the interpretat ion  and
enforcement of this Ord inance:

A. Biochem ical    Oxygen    Demand    (BOD).  Sha ll mean  the  quant ity  of  oxy gen ut ilized  in  the
bioch emical  ox  idation  of  organic  matter  under  st and ard  laboratory  procedure  in  five
(5)  days at  twenty  degrees  centigrade  (20 �ƒC.),  expr essed  in  te rms  of  mass  and
concentrat ion   (m illigra ms per liter   (m g/ L) ).

B. Domestic  Strength  Wastewater  Customer.  Shall  mean  a customer  wh ose wast ewater
strength  approximates  an  average  daily  con cen  tr at ion of two  hundred f  if  ty  m illigr  ams
per  liter  (2 5  0 mg/ L)  BOD and  an  average  dai ly concentrat ion  of  two  hundred  fifty
m illigrams per liter (2 5  0 mg/ L)  SS, or less but  does  not  exceed  an  average  daily
standard st rength units  of a custo mer class 1 as defined in Section 13- 5-5(A) .

C. Indu str ial  User  (I.U.)  or  User.  The source  of  non-domestic  waste.  The  source  of  any
direct or indirect discharge.

D. Sign ificant  Indu str ial  User  (S.I.G. ) . Sha ll apply  to:  a)  indu str ial  users  subject  to
categorical  pretreatment  standar ds;  and  b)  any  other  industr ial  user  that  i)  discharges
an average  of  25,000  gallons  per  day  or  more  of  process  wastew ater,  ii)  contributes  a
process  waste  stream  which  makes  up  5 percent  or  more  of  the  average  dry  weath er
hydraulic  or  or  gan ic capacity  of  the  t reat ment  plant  or,  iii)  is designated  as sign ificant
by the  City  on the  bas is that  the industrial  user  has  a reas onable  potential  for
adverse ly affect in  g th  e POTW�¶s operat ion or  for  violating  an  y pre t reatment  standard  or
requirement.



E. Operation  and  Maintenance  Expenses.  Shall mean th ose expenses  incurred  in  the
collection,  pumping,  and treatment  of  wastewater  in  the  POTW of  the  City  of
Muscat ine.

F. Replaceme n  t  Expense s. Sha ll mean  expend itu res for  obta ining  and insta lling
equipment,  accessories,  or  appu rtenances  which  are  necessary  during  the  service  life
of  the  publicly owned  t reatment  works  to  ma inta in the  capac ity  and  performance  for
which  such works  were  designed  and  constru cted.  The te rm  "operat ion  and
maintenance"   includes  replace m  ent.

G. Suspended  Solids  (SS).  The  total  suspended  matter  th at  floats  on  the surface  of, or  is
su  spen  ded in,  wat er, wa stewater, or oth  er liqu  id, and which is remov  able by laborato ry
fi lter  ing.

H. Publicly Own ed Treatment  Works or POTW.  A treatment  works,  as defined  by  Section
212  of  the  Clean  Water  Act  that  is owned  by  the  state  or  municipality.  This  definition
includes  any  devices  and  systems  used  in  the  storage,  treatment,  recycling,  and
reclamation  of  municipal  sewage  or  industrial  wastes  of  a liquid  nature.  It  also  includes
sewers,  storm  sewers,  pipes,  and  other  conveyances  and  devices  used  in  the  collection
and transport of wastewater, stormwater or the combination of both .

I. Wastewater.  Liquid  and  water-carried  industrial  wastes,  and sewage  from  residential
dwelling s, commercia l buildings, indust r ial an  d man  uf  acturing  f  acilit  ies ,  an  d
inst itut ions, whether   t reated   or   untreat ed, which are   cont ributed to the POTW.

J. Collect  ion and  Dra inage Expenses. Sha ll mean th ose expenses incurred in the  collection
and  conveyance  of  wastewater  through  the  collection  and  drainage  system  of  the  City
of Muscatine.

13- 5 -3  An alyt ica l    Requ i r  em ents . All pollutant  analyse s, includ ing  sam pling  techniques, to
be submitted  as part  of a wastew ater  discharge  permit  appli c ation  or  report  shall  be
performed  by a laboratory cert ified by the  IDNR proficient  in the  analysis  of  wastewater
following EPA 40 CFR 136 .

A. Samplin  g an  d An  alyt ical Fees. The City  shall adopt  by resolu  t ion reasonable  charg es
and  fees  for  sampling  and  analytical  services  which  will  be a ssessed  to  all  users  that
the  City  is required  to  monitor  as a requireme n  t  of  a State  or  Federal  Permit,  the  City's
Pretre atment  Program  or  that  the  City  mon itors  to  assess  user  char ges.  Such fees sh  all
be periodica lly reviewed and  adjusted  as required  by  City  personnel  and  are  set  out  in
the Schedule of Fees and Charges in  Appendix C to this Code of Ordinances

13- 5 -4  C olle c  tion    and    Dr ainage.  To provide  for  the  recove ry of  costs  associated  with  the
operat ion of the  collect  ion  an  d drain  age system, the  fo llowing  per  bill  charge  shall  be assessed
to  all  users  of  the  POTW, except  for  users  provided  by  special  agreement,  on  the  foll o wing
basis:

A. From July 1, 2018 through June 30, 2019, $12.40 per bill
B. From July 1, 20 19 thr ough June 30, 20 20 ,  $12.65  per bill.
C. From July 1, 20 20  through June 30, 20 21 , $ 12.90 per bill.
D. From July 1, 20 21  through June 30, 20 22 , $1 3.15  per bill .
E. On and after July 1, 2022, $13.40 per bill.

These  unit  rates  may  be revie wed and  adjusted  by  Ordinance  adopted  by  the  City  Council  and
published per Section 362.3 of the Iowa Code.



13- 5 -5 Sewage Rate C omponent.

A. The sew age rate  system  shall  be determi ned on  the  basis  of  a m onthly  customer
charge  and  a sewer  user  charge  for  a dom estic  stren gth  wastewater  customer  (Class  1
customer). The sewa ge rate c omponents sha ll be as  fo llo ws:

1. From July 1, 201 8 thr ough June 30, 20 19:
a. Customer char ge,   $8.18  per bill
b. Volume, $ 2. 80   per 100 cubic feet

2.   From July 1,  20 19 thr ough June 30, 20 20 :
a. Customer char ge,   $8.42  per bill
b. Volume, $ 2. 88  per 100 cubic feet

3.   From July 1,  20 20  thr ough June 30, 20 21 :
a. Customer char ge,   $8.68  per bill
b. Volume, $ 2. 97  per 100 cubic feet

4. From July 1, 20 21  through June 30, 20 22 :
a. Customer charge, $ 8.94  per bill
b. Volume, $ 3.06  per 100 cubic feet

5. On  and aft er  July   1,  2022 :
a. Customer char ge,   $9.21  per bill
b. Volume, $ 3.15   per 100 cubic feet

These sew age rate  components  m ay be reviewed  and  ad justed  by  ordinance  adopted
by the City Council and published per Section 362.3 of the Iowa Code.

6. The minimum  charge  for service  shall  be determined  based  on  the  customer  charge
and  the  unit  rate  for  up  to  a m inimum  quantity  of  three  hund red (300)  cubic  feet
per month  of  normal  domes t ic strength  wast ewater.  The  minimum  charge  for
serv ice for each mo nth  or fract ion thereof sha ll be:

a. From July  1, 201 8 thr ough June   30, 20 19,  $16.58
b. From July 1,  20 19  thr ough June   30, 20 20 ,  $17.06
c. From July 1,  20 20  thr ough June   30, 20 21 ,  $17.59
d. From July 1, 20 21  through June 30, 20 22 , $1 8.12
e. On  and aft er  July   1,  2022 ,  $18.66

The minimum  charge  for sewerage  rates  as set  fo rth  in this Sect ion shall  be in addit ion
to the per bill c harge f or collect ion  and  drainage as set   forth  in Section   13- 5-4 .

The minimum  sewage  service  charge  shall  apply  to  any  individual,  firm,  institution  or
private  corporation  discharging  by  conveyance  of  the  collection  system,  waste  water  or
other  liquid  into  the  water  pollution  control  facilities  of  the  city,  even  though  no  water
meter is installed upon his, her or its premises.

These  minimum  charges  for  service  may  be reviewed  and  adjusted  by  resolution
adopted  by  the  City  Council  and  pu blished  per  Section  362.3  of  the  Iowa  Code  and  are
set out in the Schedule of Fees and Charges in Appendix C to this Code of Ordinances.

7. The sewerage user charge com ponent  in th is Sect ion sha ll be applicable to  all
customers   except those  customers s ubject to  a special ag r  eement.



B. Customer Class System.

1. All  customers  shall  be considered  a sta ndard  classification  customer  except  those
cust omers  that  are  subject  to  a special  agreement.  All  customers  shall  be
considered  non-monitored  cust omers,  except  the  Dire ctor  of  the  Water  Pollut ion
C ont rol Plant  may designat  e industr ial  users  as monitored  customers.  Monitored
customers  shall  be subject  to  the  requirements  for  sampling  and  analyt ical test ing
in accordan  ce with  the  schedule determ ined by  the  Director  of  t  h  e  Water  Pollution
Control  Plant.  Any  monitored  cust omer  shall  be subject  to the  char ges for  ana lyt ical
require ments as set   for th  in  Sect ion  13- 5-3 .

2. The classification  syst em  defines the  relat ive  Water Pollut ion Cont rol Facilit  ies cost
associated  with  the  wast ewater  str ength  for each  class.  The  user  charge  sha ll be
calcu lated  fr om  metered  water  use  times  the  sewerage  rate  stated  in  Section  13- 5-
5(A)  per  100  cubic  feet  t imes  the  factor  pres ented  in the  fo llow ing  tab le,  plus the
customer  charge  per  bill  and  the  collection  and  drainage  charge  as sta ted in
Section   13- 5-4 .

3. The City  Adm inistrator  of  the  City  of  Muscat ine and  Director  of  the  Water  Pollut ion
C ont rol Plant  shall be responsi ble  for  assigning  customer  classes  to  each type of
customer. Customer class assignments  of users will be giv  en to  the  Board  of  Water,
Electric,  and  Communications  Trustees  for  imp lementat ion  on  the  sewer user
cha rges  that  are  billed  by  the  Board  of  Water,  Electric,  and  Communications
Trustees  on  behalf  of  the  City.  Customer  class assignments  shall  be reviewed  on  an
annual basis.

4. For  each  customer  designated  as a Class 10,  the  City  Administrator  and  the
Director of the  Water Pollut ion C ont rol Plant  shall  esta blish the  appropriate
classifica t  ion rate whi ch shall be at a rate of  5.0 or great er.

C. Sen ior  Discount s. A discount  of  $1 .00  per  month  shall be given to  all metered dwellings
where  the  customer  as the  occupant  is a qualify ing  sen  ior cit izen sixt y- five  (65)  years
of age and older.

D. Summer  Rates.  User  charges  for  Class 1 domestic  residenti a l users  will  be based  on
water  usage dur ing  the  winter  quarter  mont hs of  Decemb er,  January  and  February  of
each  year.  Subsequ ent  mon thly sew er bills  will  be no  more  than  115%  of  the  bil led
usage  dur ing  the  prev ious  winter  quarter.  The City  Adm inistrator  and  the  Director  of
the  Wat er Pollut ion Cont rol Plant  will be responsible f  or  im  plem ent ing  specif  ic
proced u  res  in   ef  fecting  this rat e.



13- 5 -6 Gen eral Provisions.

A. The monthly  service  charges,  rate s, or  ren tals  as specified  in  Sections  13- 5-4  and  13-
5-5  hereof,  shall  be increased  by  ten per cent  (10%)  for  all  users  of the  treatment
works  who  are  located  outside  of  the  Corpo rate Lim  its  of the  City  and  who  have  been
granted   permission by the   City  to d ischarge to  the POT W.

B. At  the  request  of  an  industrial  user  and  with  the  approval  of  the  City  Council,  the  City
and customer  may  enter  into  a separate  agreement  that  provides  for  sewer  user
charges.  The agreement  shall  establish  the  charges  that  would  otherwise  be due  and
payable  under  the  pr ovisions  of  Section  13- 5-4  and  Section  13- 5-5 . Such  agreement
sha ll includ e provisions for  the  establishment  of sewer user  char ge rat es, the  meth od
of  payment  and  the  m ethod  of sampling  and  analytical  analysis.  The  special  agreement
shall  provi d e for  the  method  of  determining  the  sewer  user charges  prov ided  the
revenue  generated  under  a special agreemen  t  shall not  be less th an the  established
rates   for a Class 1 d omestic customer.

C. Any  customer  may  pro vide separate  water  and/or  wast ewater  meters  as approv ed by
the  Director  of  t  h  e  Water  Pol lut ion  Control  Department  and  the  water  department  of
the  Board  of  Water,  Electric,  and  Communications  Trustees  at  their  own  expen se to
determ in  e that  vo lume  of  their  total  water  usage wh ich discharges  to  the Water
Pollut ion Cont rol Facilities.

D. The rates  and  classific at ions provided in th is Ordinance  shall  be rev ie wed  annua lly to
determine  that  the  same are  fair  and  equ itable  and  may  be changed  periodically  at  the
discretion of the C ity Council.

E. The Director  of  Water  Pol lut ion  Control  and other  authorized  representatives  of  the
Department  of  Water  Pol lut ion  Control  sha ll be ent it led to  access  to  the prem ises of
any c ontributor in acc ordance with Chapter 6, Section 13- 6-7.1 and 13-6-7.2 .

13- 5 -7 Colle c  tion.

A. The City  Counc il hereby delegat es the  billing  of all sewer use  char ges except  th ose
subject  to  speci a l agre e ments  und er the  provisions  of  Section  13- 5-6(B) , users  with
separate  wastewater  meters  and  users  witho ut  a water  meter  accou nt  with  the  Board
of  Water,  Electr ic, and  Commun icat ions  Truste es and  the author ity  to  accept  payment
of  the  same  to  the  Board  of  Water,  E lect ric, and  Communications  Trustees , in
accordance  with  the  foregoing  schedule  and  said  sche dule  shall  be certified  to  the
Board of  Water, Electric, and Communications Trustees by the C ity.

As part  of  the  duties  delegated  to  the  Board  of  Water,  Electric,  and  Communications
Trustees,  an  accurate  and  complete  record  of  such  collections  will  be maintained  and
at  least  once  a week,  all  funds  so collected  shall  be deposited  in  a bank  or  banks
specified  by  the  Finance  Director  in  the  Sewer  Fund.  The City  Council  authorizes  the
Board  of  Water,  Electric,  and  Communications  Trustees  to  charge  the  City  a service
charge  for  the  cost  of  billing  and  collecting  the  sewerage  rate  system.  As a part  of  the
duties  delegated  to  the  Board  of  Water,  Electric,  and  Communications  Trustees,  an
accurate  and  complete  list  of  delinquent  accounts  shall  be sent  to  the  Finance  Director
on at least a monthly basis, in addition to regular monthly sewer revenue reports.



B. The City  Counc il hereby delegat es the  billing  of  sewer  use  charges  for  those  users
subject  to  a special  agr  eement  under  Section  13- 5-6(B) , users  with  separate
wastewater  meters  and  users  without  a water  meter  account  with the  Board  of  Water,
Electric,  and  Communications  Trustees,  and  the  authority  to  accept  payment  of  same
to  the F inan ce D irector   of the  City   of Muscat ine,   Iowa.

C. The serv ice charge,  rat e, or  rental  as prov ided  in Sect ion  13- 5-5  hereof,  sha ll be
app lied  to  the  qu ant ity  of  water  used or  wast ewater  discharged  by  each contributor  of
sewerage  and  other  wastew ater  or  liquid  for  each  individual  water  or  wastew ater  meter
cont ribut ing  to  said Water  Pol lut ion Control  Facility  as determ ined  by  the  monthly
water  or  wast ewater  met er readi ngs of  t  h  e  Board  of  Water,  Electric , and
Commun icat ions  Tru stees.  Quant it ies of  wastes  or ig  inat ing  from  users  with  pr ivate ly
own ed wat er supp lies or  unmet ered  wat er supp lies will  be determ ined  to  the
sat isfact ion   of   the   City at the   expen se  of   the owner of the system.

D. The service  charge,  rat e, or  rental  herein  established  for  all  users,  exc ept  those  subject
to  a special  agr  eement  under  Section  13- 5-6(B) , users  with  separate  wastewater
meters  and  users  without  a water  meter  account  with the  Board  of  Trustees  shall  be
due  and  payable  to  Board  of  Water,  Electric,  and  Communications  Trustees  at  the
Muscat ine   Power   and W ater   b  u  s i  n  e s s   o  f  f  i  c e   with the  billing schedu le  for   water serv ice.

E. Unpaid  service  charges,  rates,  or  rentals  not  paid with in the bill ing  schedu  le shall be
del inquen t . Such  char ges,  rates, or renta ls which are delinquent  may  be cert ified by
the  Finance  Director  to  the  County  Aud itor  of  Muscatine  County,  I owa, for  collecti on in
the same  manner  as property  taxes  as provided  in  Iowa  Code,  Section  384.84 .

F. Unpa id serv ice charges,  rat es,  or  renta ls th irty  (30)  days  past  due  may  be assessed  an
int erest pena lty   on the unpaid balance.  This int erest   pena lty   will be as fo llows:

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13- 6 -1.0  GENERAL  PROVISIONS.  This  Ordinance  regulates  the  use  of  residential  and  non-
residential  public  and  private  sewers,  drains,  and  wastewater  pretreatment  and  treatment
systems , and  the  discharge  of  waters  and  wastes  into  the  City �¶s wastewater  system,
stormwater  system,  drainage  facilities,  watercourses,  and  outfalls;  and  provid es for  penalties
for the violation thereof.

13- 6 -1.1  Pu r pose    and    Po l icy.  This Ord inance  sets for th un iform  requ irements  for  users  of
the  wastewater  collection  and  wastewater  treatment  system  of the City  of  Muscat ine,  Iowa  and
enables the  City  to  comply with  all applicab le S tate  and  Federal  laws  includ ing  the Clean Water
Act  (1977)  and  the  General  Pretreatment  Regulations  (40 CFR 403).  The  objectives  of  this
Ordinance are:

A. To prevent  the  intro duct ion  of  po llutants  into  the  public ly owned  treatment  works
(POTW) which will int erfere with  the operat ion of the  system  or contam inate  the
sludges;

B. To prevent  the  intro duct ion  of  po llutants  into  the  POTW which will  pass  throu gh the
system, inadequ  at ely t reated, into  th  e receiving  st ream, atmosph  ere or oth  erw  ise be
incompatible with  the   system;

C. To protect  the  personnel  who  may  be aff ected  by  wast ewater,  sewer  sludges  and
biosolids  in the  course of operating the POTW;

D. To ensure  that  the  quality  of  the  wastewater  treatme nt  biosolids  are  ma inta ined  at  a
level to  allow for  its  use,  recycle,  reclama t  ion,  or disposal in com pliance  with  applica b le
statutes  and  regulations;

E. To provide  for  fees  for  the  equitable  distributi o n of  the  cost  of  operat ion,  maintenance
and improvement   of the POTW; and

F. To ena ble the  City  of Muscat ine  to  com ply with  its  National  Pollutant  Discharge
Elimination  System  (NPDES)  perm it  cond it ions,  biosolids use  and  disposal,  and  any
other State or Fed eral laws to wh ich the POTW is subject.

This  Ordinance  provides  for  the  regulation  of  direct  and  indir ect  contributors  to  the  POTW
throu gh the  issuance  of permi ts to  certa in nondomest ic users  and  th rough  enfor cement  of
general  req u  irements  for  the  other  users,  aut hor izes monitor ing  and  enforcement  act ivit ies,
requires  users  reporting,  establishes  administr ative  revi e w procedures,  and  pr ovides  for  the
sett ing  of  fees for  the  equ itab le distr ibut ion  of  cost  resu lt ing  from  the  program  hereby
established.



The provisions of this Ordinance  sha ll app ly to  all d  irect  or indirect  cont r ibutors  to  the
wastewater  collection  and  treat ment  system  in the  City  of  Muscat ine  or  by  contract  or
agreement   outside of the   City of Muscat ine.

13- 6 -1.2  Administratio n  .  Except  as otherwise  prov ided herein  ,  the  Director shall administer,
implement  and  enforce  the  provisi ons of  th is Ord inance.  Any  of the  powers  granted  or  duties
delegated up on  the Direc tor, may be delegated by the Director   to  other c ity personne l.

1 3 - 6 - 1 .3  Def in i t ion s. Unless a provision explic itly  states otherw  ise, the  following  terms and
phra ses,  as used in th is Ordinance, sha ll have the mean ings h ere inaft er designate d.

1. Act    or    "the    Act".  The Federal  Water  Pollut ion  Control  Act,  also kno wn as the  Clean
Water Act, as amende d,  33 U.S.C. 1251 et se q.

2. Approval     Authority.  The  Executive  Director  of  the  Iowa  Department  of  Natural
Resources   is the  Appr oval Authority.

3. Authorized  Representativ e of   the   Industrial   User.

a. I f  the indust r ial us er is a corporat io n,   au thorized representat ive sha ll mean:
i. the  president,  secretary,  treasur er,  or  a vice-pres ident  of  the  corporation  in

charge  of  a princ ipal  business  funct ion,  or  an  y other  person  who  performs  similar
policy  or decision-making functions for the corpor ation;

ii. the  manag er of  one  or  more  manuf acturing,  production,  or operation  facilities
employing  m ore  than  250  persons  or  having  gross  annual  sales  or  expenditures
exceeding  $25 million  (in  second- quarter  1980  dollars),  if au  th ority  to  sign
documents  has  been assigned  or  delegated  to  the  man ager  in  accordance  with
corporate procedures;

b. I f the  industr ial  user  is a partn ership, or sole propriet orship ,  an  au thorized
representative   shall mean a g eneral p artner or  proprietor, respectivel y  ;

c. I f the  indust r ial  user is a Federal, State  or  local  governme ntal  fac ility,  an  authorized
representative  shall  mean  a direct or or  highest  official  appointe d or  designated  to
oversee  the  operation  and  performance  of  the  activities  of  the  gove rnm ent  f  acility,
or his/h er designee;

d. The individuals  described  in  paragr aphs a-c  above  may  designate  another
auth orized represen  tat ive  if the  authorizat ion is in wr it ing, the  auth orizat ion specifies
the  indiv idual  or  position  responsible  for  the overall  operati o n of  the  fac ility  from
which the  discharge  or iginates  or  hav ing  ove rall  respons ibility  for  env ironmental
matters  for  the  company,  and  the wr itten  author izat ion  is subm itted  to the  City  of
Muscat ine.

4. Biochem ical    Oxygen    Demand    (BOD).  The quant ity  of  oxy gen ut ilized  in  the  biochemic a l
oxidation  of  organic  matter  und er standard  laboratory  procedure,  five  (5)  days at  20
degrees  centigrade  expr essed  in  terms  of mass  and  concentration  (m ill igrams  per  liter
(mg/L) ) .

5. Biosolids.  Treated  sewage  sludge  that  meets  the  EPA pollutant  and  pathogen
requirements  for  land  application  and  surface  disposal.  Nutrient  rich  material,  that  is
solid  or  semi-solid,  obtained  from  wastewater,  that  is treated  and  stabilized  and  can  be
used for fertilizer.

6. Buil d  ing    Sewer.  The piped  extens ion  from  the building  drain to  the  public sewer or other
place of disposal.



7. ByPass.  The intentional  diversion  of  waste  streams  from  any  portion  of  a user �¶s sewer
system, treatment facility or pretreatment facility or other control facility.

8. Carbonace ous   Biochem ical    Oxygen    Demand    (CBOD).  A quant itat ive  measure  of  the
amount  of dissolved oxyg en required for  the  bio logica l oxid at ion of carbon-c onta ining
compounds  in a sample.

9. Categorical     Industrial     User . An industrial  user  subject  to  national  categorical
pretreatment standards.

10. Categorical    Pretreatmen t    Standard    or    Categorical    Standa rd.  Limitations  on  pollutant
discharges  to  publicly  owned  treatment  works  promulgated  by  EPA in  accordance  with
Section  307  of  the  Clean  Water  Act  (CWA)  that  apply  to  specified  process  wastewaters
of particular industrial categories [40 CFR 403.6 and Parts 405-471].

11. Combined    Sewer.  A pipe  or  conduit  designed  and  intended  to  receive  and  convey
wastewater,  stormwater  including  roof  and  street  drainage,  unpolluted  water  and
cooling  water.

12. Combined    Sewer    Overflow    (CSO) . A discharge  that  occurs  from  a combined  sewer  into
waters  of  the  State  when  the  flow  in  the  combined  sewer  exceeds  the  capacity  of  the
combined sewer or flow regulation facility due to wet weather conditions.

13. Composite    Sample. The sam ple re sult ing  fr om  the  com binat ion of individual  wastew ater
samples taken   at selected inter vals based on an increment   of either f low or time.

14. Cont rol Authority.   The Director  is the  Cont rol Authority.

15. Cooling    Water. Wat er dischar ged from  any  use  such as air  cond it ion ing  cooling  or
ref  r igerat  io n  to  which  the only  polluta nt   added is h eat.

16. Director.  The  person  desig nated  by  the  City  of Muscat ine,  Iowa,  to  direct  the  operat ion
of  the  pub licly owned  tre atment  wor ks (POTW)  who  is charg ed with  cert ain duties  and
responsibili t  ies by  th is Ord inance,   or  his  o r    h  e r    du ly authorized representative.

17. Direct    Discharge.  The  discharge  of  t reated  or  untreated  water  directly  into  the  waters  of
the   State  of   Iow a.

18. Discharge    or   Indirect    Discha rge.  The discharge  or  indirect  discharge  of  any  pollut ant
from  any  source  (inclu ding  holding  tanks)  regu lated  under  Section  307  (b)  or  (c)  of the
Act (33  U.S.C. 131 7) into the POTW.

19. Discharge    Permit.  Means  a permit  issued  by  the  City  to  a user  for  a discharge  of
wastewater or stormwater into the City system.

20. Dry    Weather    Flow.  I n a combined  sewer  means  flow  which  is a combination  of  sanitary
flow, industrial flow and infiltration with no contribution from stormwater runoff.

21. Environmental    Protection    Agen  cy    or    EPA. The U.S.  Environmental  Protection  Agency  or,
where  appropriate,  the  term  may  also be used  as a designation  for the  Administrator  or
other duly autho rized   off icial of   said age ncy.

22. Exist ing     Source.  Any  source  of  discharge,  the  constr uct ion  or  operat ion  of  which
commenced  pr ior  to  the  pub licat ion  of  pro posed categorical  pretreatment  st anda rds
wh ich will be applicab le to  such source if the  standard is thereaf  ter promu lgat ed in
accordance with Secti on 307 of  the Act.



23. Grab    Sample.  A samp le which is taken  from  a waste  stream  on  a onet ime  bas is without
regard   to   the   f low in  the waste   stream   and w ith out cons idera t ion   of   t ime.

24. General     Permit -An NPDES permit  issued  under  40  CFR 122.28  that  authorizes  a
category  of  discharges  under  the  CWA within  a geographical  area.  A general  permit  is
not specifically tailored for an individual discharger. 

25. General    Pretreatment    Standards.  Means  any  regulations  containing  pollutant  discharge
limits  or  requirements  applicable  to  all  industrial  users,  promulgated  by  EPA in  40  CFR
Chapter  One,  Subchapter  N,  Parts  401  through  403  (as  amended),  in  accordance  with
Section 307(b) and (c) of the Clean Water Act.

26. Indu str ial    User    (I.U.)    or    User.  The source  of  nondomestic  waste.  The  source  of  any
direct  or indirect discharge.

27. Interference.  A discharge  which alone  or  in conjun ct ion  with  a discha rge or  discharges
from  other  sourc es:  1)  inh ibits  or  disrupts  the  POTW,  its  treatment  processes  or
operations  or  its  sludge  proc esses,  use  or  disposal;  and  2)  therefore  is a cause  of  a
violation  of  the City's  NPDES permit  or  of  the  prevention  of  sewage  sludge  use  or
disposal  in  compliance  with  any  of the  fo llo wing  statutory/r egulatory prov isions  or
perm its  issued  thereun der  (or  m ore  stringent  State  or  local  regulations):  Section  405 of
the  Clean  Water  Act;  the  Solid Waste  Disposal  Act  (SWDA),  includ ing  Tit le I I  common ly
referred  to as the  Resource  Conservat ion  and Recovery  Act  (RCRA);  any  State
regu lat ions  conta ined  in any  State  sludge  management  plan  prepared  pursu ant  to
Subt it le D of  the  SWDA;  the  Clean  Air Act;  the  Toxic Subst ances  Control  Act;  and  the
Marine Protection, Research   and Sanctuaries   Act.

28. Medical    Waste.  Isolation  wastes,  inf ectious  agents,  human  blood  and  blood  byprodu cts,
pathological  wastes,  sharps,  body  parts,  fomites,  disease  causing  et io logic ag ents,
contam inated  bedding,  sur gical  wa ste s, potent ially contam inated  laboratory  wastes  and
dialy s is wa stes.

29. Municipal     Separate     Storm     Sewer     System     (MS4) . A conveyance  or  system  of
conveyances  (including  roads  with  drainage  systems,  municipal  streets,  catch  basins,
curbs, gutters, ditches, manmade channels, or storm drains):

a. Owned  and  operated  by  a state,  city,  town,  borough,  county,  parish,  district,
association,  or  other  public  body  (created  by  or  pursuant  to  state  law)  having
jurisdiction  over  disposal  of  sewage,  industrial  wastes,  stormwater,  or  other  wastes,
including  special  districts  under  state  law  such  as a sewer  district,  flood  control
district  or  drainage  district,  or  similar  entity,  or  an  Indian  tribe  or  an  authorized
Indian  tribal  organization,  or  a designated  and  approved  management  agency  under
Section  208  of  the  Clean  Water  Act  (CWA)  that  discharges  to  waters  of  the  United
States;

b. Designed or used for collecting or conveying stormwater;
c. Which is not a combined sewer .

30. Naics . North  American  Industry  Classification  System.  An industry  classification  system
that  groups  establishments  into  industries  based  on  the  activities  in  which  they  are
primarily engaged.

31. Natural    Outlet . Any  outlet  into  a watercourse,  pond,  ditch,  lake  or  any  other  body  of
surface or ground water.



32. Nat ional   Pollut ion   Discharge   E lim  inat ion   System    or   NPDES   Perm it.  A perm it  issued
pursu ant  to  Section 4 02 of the Act (33 U.S.C. 1342).

33. New S ource.

a. An  y building, st ru  ctur e, facility  or installat ion fr om  wh ich there is or may be a
discharge  of  po llutants,  the  constr uct ion  of  wh ich comme nced  after  the publication
of  proposed  pretreatment  standar ds under  Section  307  (c)  of  the  Act  which  will  be
appli c able  to  such  source  if  such  standards  are  thereafter  promulgated  in
accord ance with  that section, provided   that:
i. The  buildin  g, st ructur e, facility  or installat ion is constru cted at  a site  at  which

no other source is located; or
ii. The  buildin  g, st ructur e, facility  or installat ion tota lly rep lac es the  process  or

production  equipment  that  causes  the  dischar ge of  pollutants  at  an exist ing
sour ce; or

iii. The  production  or  wastewater  gen erating  processes  of  the  building,  struc ture,
facility  or  insta llat  ion  are  sub sta nt ially  independ ent  of an  existing  source  at  the
same  sit e. In  determining  whether  these  are  subst ant ially  independ ent,  factors
such  as the  extent  to  which the  new fac ility  is integrated  with  the  ex ist ing
plan t , and the  exte nt  to  wh ich the  new f  acility  is engaged in the  same  general
ty pe of a ct ivity   as the existing source,   should be considered.

b. Construct ion on  a site  at  which an existing  source  is located  results  in  a mod ification
rather  than  a new source  if the  constr uct ion  does not  create  a new buildin  g,
st ructur e, facility  or installat ion meet ing  the  criteria of Sect ion (a)  ( ii)  or  ( iii )  above
but otherw ise a lters, rep laces, or adds to ex ist ing process or production equipment.

c. Construct ion of  a new source  as defined  und er th is para graph  has commenced  if  the
own er or operator   has:
i. Begun,  or  caused  to  beg in as part  of  a cont inuous  on-s ite  constr uct ion  program;

or
ii. Any placement,   assembly,   or i nstallation of f acilities or equipment; or
iii. Significant  site  preparat  ion wo rk includ ing  clearing,  excavat ion  ,  or removal  of

exist ing  buildings, st ru  ctur es, or facilit  ies wh ich is necessary  for  the  placement,
assembly,   or installat  ion  of new source facilities or  equipment; or

iv. Entered into a bind ing  contra ctual obligat  ion  for the pur chase of facilities or   
equipment which are int ended to  be used in its operation  with in  a  reasonab le 
t ime.   Opt ions   to pur chase or contracts which c an be term inated   or mod ified 
witho ut  subst antial loss, and c ontracts for feasibility, engineering, and   des ign 
studies do not con stitute a contractual obliga t  ion   under this paragrap h  .

34. Nonco ntact    Cooling    Water.  Water  used  for  cooling  which  does not  come  into  direct
contact  with  any  raw materi a l,  intermediate  product,  waste  pro duct,  or  finished
product .

A discha rge wh ich exits  the  POTW into  wat ers  of  the  U.S. in quant it ies or
concent rat ions  which,  alone  or  in con junction  with  a discharge  or  discharges  from  other
sour ces,  is a cause  of  a violation  of  any  requireme n  t  of  the  C ity's  NPDE S perm it
( inclu ding an   increase in  the ma gnitu de or durat ion  of a v iolat ion).

37. Person.  Any  individual,  par tnersh ip,  co-par tnersh ip,  firm,  company,  corporation,
association,  joint  stock  company,  t rust,  estate,  governmen tal  ent ity  or  any  other  legal
ent ity,  or  the ir  legal  representat ives,  agents  or  assigns.  This  def init ion  includes  all
Federa l,  State or local governmental ent it ie s.

38. pH.  A mea sure of the acidity or a lkal inity of a subst ance expressed in  standard  units.



39. Pret reatment.  The  reduction  of  the  amount  of  pollutants,  the  elimination  of  pollutants,
or  the  alteration  of  the  nature  of  pollutant  properties  in  wastewater  prior  to  or  in  lieu  of
discharging  or  otherwise  introducing  such  pollutants  into  a publicly  owned  treatment
works [40 CFR 403.3(q)].

40. Pretreatmen t     Requirements.  An  y subst antive  or  proced u  ral  requ irement  re lated  to
pretreatment   imposed on an  indu str ial user,   other   than  a pretreatment   standard.

41. Pretreatmen t     Standards.  Pretreatment  st andards  shall  mean  prohibitive  discharge
standard s, categorical   pretreatment   stan dards,  and local lim its .

42. Private    Sewer.  Means  a sewer  within  the  boundaries  of  the  City  but  not  owned  or
controlled by the City.

43. Prohibited     Discharges. Absolute  proh ibit ions  against  the  dischar ge of  certa in
substances;  th ese prohibit ions a ppear in  Sect ion  13-6-2.3  of th is Ordinance.

44. Pollutant.  Means  any  substance  which,  alone  or  in  combination  with  other  substances,  if
discharged  to  waters  of  the  State  in  sufficient  quantities,  causes  or  is reasonably  certain
to  cause  any  alteration  of  the  physical,  chemical  or  biological  properties  of  such  waters;
or  to  create  a nuisance;  or  to  render  such  waters  harmful,  detrimental  or  injurious  to
public  health,  safety  or  welfare,  or  to  domestic,  industrial,  agricultural,  recreational,  or
other legitimate beneficial uses or to any organism, aquatic life, plant or animal.

45. Publicly   Own ed   Treatment    Works   or   POTW.  A treatment  works,  as defined  by  Section
212  of  the  CWA that  is owned  by  the  state  or  municipality.  This  definition  includes  any
devices  and  systems  used  in  the  storage,  treatment,  recycling,  and  reclamation  of
municipal  sewage  or  industrial  wastes  of  a liquid  nature.  It  also  includes  sewers,  storm
sewers,  pipes,  and  other  conveyances  and  devices  used  in  the  collection  and  transport
of wastewater, stormwater or the combination of both.

46. Sanitary    Sewer.  Means  a pipe  or  conduit  designed  and  intended  to  receive  and  convey
wastewater as defined herein.

47. Sanitary    Sewer    Overflow    (SSO) . Any  overflow,  spill,  release,  discharge  or  diversion  of
untreated or partially treated wastewater from a sanitary sewer system .

48. Sanitary    Wastewater.  Means  wastewater  emanating  from  the  sanitary  conveniences,
including  toilet,  bath,  laundry,  lavatory,  and/or  kitchen  sink,  of  residential  and  non-
residential sources, as distinct from industrial waste.

49. Separate    Storm    Sewer.  Means  a pipe,  conduit,  conveyance  or  system  of  conveyances
(including  roads  with  drainage  systems,  municipal  streets,  catch  basins,  curbs,  gutters,
ditches,  manmade  channels,  roof  runoff,  condensate,  non-contact  cooling  water  or
storm  drains)  designed  and  intended  to  receive  and  convey  stormwater,  as defined
herein  and  which  discharges  to  waters  of  the  State  and  which  is not  part  of  the
combined sewer system .

50. Sept ic   Tank    Waste. Any  sewa ge from  ho lding  tanks  such as vessels, chem ical  toil ets,
campers,   t railers, and   septic tank s.

51. Sewage.  Human  excr ement  and  gray  wat er (household  showers,  dish  washing
operations,   etc.) .

52. Shall  is m a ndatory. May  is permissiv e.





53. Significant    I ndust r ial   User. Sh  all apply to:  a)  industrial  users  subject  to  categorical
pretreatment  standar ds;  and  b)  any  other  industrial  user  that  i)  discharges  an  average
of  25,000  G a l  l  o  n  s  P e r   D a y   (  gpd)  or  more  of  proc ess wastewater,  ii)  contributes  a
process  wastestream  which  makes  up  5 percent  or  m ore  of  the  average  dry  weather
hy drau lic or  or gan ic capacity  of  the  treatment  plant  or,  iii)  is designated  as sign ificant
by the  City  on the  bas is that  the industrial  user  has  a reas onable  potential  for  adverse ly
affect in  g th  e POTW's operat ion or  for  violating  an  y pre t reatment  standard  or
requirement.

54. Slug    Load.  Any  discharge  at  a flow  rate  or  concentrat ion  wh ich cou ld cause  a violation
of the  prohibited discharge standards in Sect ion 13-6-2.3  of this Ordinan ce or any
discharge  of  a non rout ine,  episod ic nature,  includ ing  but  not  lim it  ed to,  an accidental
spill or a noncustomary batch discharge.

55. Standard    I ndustrial    Classif ication    (SIC)    Code.  A class ificat ion  pursu ant  to  the  Standard
Industrial    Classification    Manual  issued  by  the  U.S.  Office of  Managem ent  and  Budget,
1972.

56. Standard    Methods . The latest  edition  of  "Standard  Methods  for  the  Examination  of
Water  and  Wastewater"  as published  jointly  by  the  American  Public  Health  Association,
The American Water Works Association and the Water Pollution Control Federation.

57. State . The State of Iowa.

58. Storm    Sew er.  A sewer  which  carries  stormw ater,  surfac ewater,  gr oundw ater,  artesian
well  water,  roof  runof f, subsurface  dra inag e, swimming  pool  drainage,  condensate,  non -
conta ct cooling w ater, b ut exc ludes all pollutants, sewage or  wastewater.

59. Storm    Water.  Any flow  occurr ing  dur ing  or  fo llow ing  any form  of  na tural  precipitat  io n,
and result ing theref  rom,  includ ing snow melt.

60. Stormwater    System . The entire  system  of  combined  sewers  and  separate  storm  sewers,
operated  by  the  City,  for  the  collection,  storage  and  treatment  of  stormwater  to  serve
the  needs  of  the  City  and  its  inhabitants  and  others,  including  all  appurtenances  and
facilities  connected  therewith  or  relating  thereto,  together  with  all  extensions,
improvements,  additions  and  enlargements  made  thereto  or  as may  be acquired  by  the
City.

61. Surface     Water . All  water  appearing  on  the  land  surface  as distinguished  from
groundwater and including water appearing in watercourses, lakes, and ponds .

62. Suspended    Solids.  The total  susp ended  matt er that  floats  on  the  surface  of,  or  is
suspended  in,  wat er, wastewater, or oth er liquid, and  which is remov  able by laborato ry
fi lter  ing.

63. Total    Suspended    Solids    (TSS) . All  matter  in  water , wastewater,  or  other  liquids;  that  is
retained  on  a filter  as determined  by  Standard  Methods  and  exp ressed  in  milligrams  per
liter.

64. Total    Toxic    Organics    (TTO) . The summation  of  all  quantifiable  values  greater  than  .01
mg/l  for  the  applicable  toxic  organics  included  in  the  listing  in  40  CFR 401.15  of  toxic
pollutants  identified  pursuant  to  Section  307(a)(1)  of  the  Clean  Water  Act  as
determined  using  the  analytical  techniques  specified  in  40  CFR136  and  expressed  in
milligrams  per  liter.  For  discharges  subject  to  categorical  pretreatment  standards,  the
list  of  organics  to  be included  in  the  local  TTO limit  specified  in  this  Ordinance  and  in



the  Industrial  Discharge  Permits,  the  organics  to  be included  in  the  TTO are  all  of  those
from the list in 40 CFR 401.15 which are or m ay be present in the discharge.

65. Toxic    Pollutant . Any  substance  which  alone  or  in  combination  with  other  substances,
when  discharged  to  a wastewater  system,  stormwater  system  or  watercourse  in
sufficient  quantities,  interferes  with  any  biological  wastewater  treatment  process,  or,
either  through  direct  exposure  or  through  indirect  exposure  by  ingestion  through  the
food  chain,  interferes  with  the  normal  life  processes  of  any  organism,  aquatic  life,  plant
or  animal  or  causes  adverse  human  health  impacts.  Toxic  substances  include,  but  are
not  limited  to  pollutants  listed  as toxic  in  40  CFR 401.15  pursuant  to  section  307(a)(1)
of  the  CWA and  those  listed  as toxic  in  sludge  pursuant  to section  405(d)(2)  of  the
CWA.

66. Treatment . The reduction  or  elimination  of  pollutants  in  wastewater  or  stormwater  prior
to discharge to waters of the State.

67. Upset . An exceptional  incident  in  which  there  is unintentional  and  temporary
noncompliance  with  pretreatment  or  treatment  standards  because  of  factors  beyond  the
reasonable  control  of  the  user.  An upset  does  not  include  noncompliance  to  the  extent
caused  by  operational  error,  improperly  designed  pretreatment  or  treatment  facilities,
lack of preventive maintenance, or careless or improper operation.

68. User.  Any  person  who  contributes,  causes  or  permits  the  contrib ution  of  wastewater
into  the C ity's POTW.

69. Wastewater.  Liquid  and  water-carried  industrial  wastes,  and sewage  from  residential
dwelling s, commercia l buildings, indust r ial an  d man  uf  acturing  f  acilit  ies ,  an  d inst itut ions,
whether   t reated   or   untreat ed, which are   cont ributed to the POTW.

70. Wastewater    Treatment    Plant    or    Water    Pollut ion    Control    Plant.  That  port ion  of  the  POTW
designed to provide treatment of  sew age and in dustrial waste.

71. Watercourse .  A natural  or  manmade  surface  drainage  channel  or  body  of  water
(including  a lake  or  pond)  in  which  a flow  of  water  occurs,  either  continuously  or
intermittently.

72. Waters    of    the    State.  All  streams,  lakes,  pond s, marshes,  water  cour ses,  waterw ays,
wells,   springs,  reservoirs,  aquifers,  irriga t  ion  systems,  drainage  syst ems,  and  all  other
bodies  or  accu mulations  of  water,  surface or  under ground,  natural  or  art ificial, public  or
private,  which  are  contained  withi n, flow  throu gh,  or  border  upon  the State  or  any
portion thereof.

73. Wet    Weather    Flow . I n a combined  sewer  means  flow  which  is a combination  of  sanitary
flow, industrial flow, infiltration and stormwater runoff.

74. Whole    Effluent    Toxicity    (WET) . The  total  toxic  effect  of  an  effluent  measured  directly
with a toxicity test.

13- 6 -2.0 GENERAL SE W ER U SE REQUIREMENTS

13- 6 -2.1 Use  of  POTW Required.

A. No unau thorized  person  sha ll unc over,  make  any  conne ct ions  with,  or  open  into,  use,
alter,  or  disturb  any  public  sewer  or  appu  r ten  an  ce thereof with out  obtaining  a wr itten
perm it  from  the City  in accordance  with  the  Schedule  of  Fees and  Charges  Fees in
Appendix C to this Code of Ordinances.

B. I t  shall be unlawful  to  discharge into  any  na tural out let  with in the  City, or in any  area
under  the  jur isdict ion  of  said City, any  sanitary  sewage,  indu str ial  wastes,  or  other
polluted  waters,  except  where  suitable  tre atment  has  been provided  in  accord an  ce with
subse quent prov isions   of th is Cha pter.

C. Except  as hereinaft er provided, it  sha ll be un lawful  to  construct  or mainta in any pr ivy,
pr iva te vat,  sept ic ta nk,  cesspoo l, or  ot her fac ility  intended  or  used  for  the  disposal  of
sewage.

D. The owner  of  all houses,  buildings,  or  propert ies used  for  human  occupanc y,
emp loyme n  t,  recreat ion,  or  other  purposes,  situated  with in the  City  and  abutt ing  any
st reet,  alley  ,  or r ight- of-w ay in which there is now  located  or may in the  futu re be
locat ed,  a public  san itary  or  combined  sew er of  the  City,  is hereby  required,  at  his
expense, to  insta ll suita ble toi let  faciliti es th erein,  and  to  conn ect  such facilit  ies direct ly
with  the  proper  pub lic sewer  in accordance  with  the  prov isions  of  th is Chapter,  with in
ninety  (90)  days af  ter  the  date of  off icial  not ice to  do  so,  prov ided that  said public
sewer  is with in two  hundred  fifty  feet  (25 0')  of  the  pr operty  line.  Any  septic  tank,
cesspool,  lagoon,  or  other  residential,  or  non-residential  wastewater  treatment  facility
shall  be abandoned  and  filled  with  suitable  material  as per  applicable  City  Ordinances
and/or  State  or  local  regulations  or  shall  be removed  unless  such  system  is to  be used
for  pretreatment  or  control  of  wastewater  prior  to  discharge  to  the  City  wastewater
system.

E.  All mult  iple sta ck conn ect ions sha ll be prohibite d.  Every st ructure  with in the  City  wh ich
is required  to  connect  to  the  public  sewer,  as provi ded in  Section  13- 6-2.1(D) , sha ll
have  an  indepen dent  connec t ion  made  or  caused  to  be made  at  no  expense  to   the  City
un less specif  ical ly  approved in  wr it ing by the C ity.

13- 6 -2.2 Private   Sewer   Systems.

A. Where  a pub lic san itary  sew er is not  ava ilab le under  the  prov isions  of  Sect ion  13- 6-
2.1(D) , the  sewers  as therein  provided  shall  be conne cted  to  a private  sewage  disposal
system   complying with t he provisions of  this Sect ion.

B. No private  sewage  disposal  system  shall  be constr ucted  without  first  obta ining  a permit
to so const ruct in accord an  ce with the provisions of this Chapter .

C. Before  issuance  of  a permit  to  construct  a private  sewage  disposal  system,  the  owner  or
applicant  sha ll subm it  to  the  City  plans, specifications,  or oth er informat ion as deemed
necessary  by  the  City.  The  fee  for  such a perm it  shall be as set  by  resolution  of  City



Council  and  is set  out  in  the  Schedule  of  Fees and  Charges  in  Appendix  C to  this  Code
of Ordinances . Any per colation test must be made   and cert ified by a licensed engineer.
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
